· cases where there is doubt whether a Traditional Leadership position was established in accordance with Customary Law; 
· cases where the title of an incumbent Traditional Leader is challenged; 
· claims by communities to be recognised as traditional communities; 
· cases questioning whether any establishment of "tribes" was legitimate; 
· disputes around Traditional Authority boundaries and the resultant division or merging of "tribes"; and 
· any other relevant matters.
